The House has also given its name

to the famous Chatham House Rule,

first established in 1927 and revised twice
since. The Rule is used around the world
to ensure free and open debate.
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The Academy Asfari Fellowships are designed to bring
together potential leaders from civil society, the public
and private sectors in the Middle East, for between six
and twelve months at Chatham House. The fellowships
will run from either September 2014 (fellows or

senior fellows) or February 2015 (senior fellows only).

The Academy Asfari Fellowships are part of Chatham House’s new Academy
for Leadership in International Affairs, established in September 2013.

Academy Asfari Fellowships offer fellows the opportunity to develop
innovative responses to the most pressing national and international
challenges facing their region. With the potential for publication, and
under the guidance of a Chatham House expert, fellows will also contribute
to the work within a Chatham House department or programme.

* Academy senior fellows — with at least eight years’ postgraduate
experience, the senior fellows will bring new ideas and perspectives
to international policy debates, based on their expertise.
